MEMBERSHIP INFORMATION

FULL MEMBERSHIPS:
TWO-PARENT Family: Such membership shall be extended to married couples and shall entitle each Jewish partner to all membership rights and privileges.

ONE-PARENT FAMILY: Such membership shall be extended to an unmarried Jewish adult with minor child or children and shall entitle the adult member to all membership rights and privileges.

INDIVIDUAL: Such membership shall be extended to unmarried Jewish men and women or to the Jewish spouse of an interfaith marriage (without children, or with children who are not being raised as Jews). The individual member shall be entitled to membership rights and privileges (a)-(d) and (f). 

RIGHTS AND PRIVILEGES OF FULL MEMBERS

Subject to the rules and regulations of the Board of Directors, each full member has the following rights and privileges:

a. The right to vote at all annual and special meetings of the Congregation and the right to attend all meetings of the Board of Directors without the privilege of voting at such meetings.

b. To attend divine worship with his/her family.

c. To the services of the Rabbi on all proper occasions.

d. Use of the sanctuary for life cycle events, for himself/herself or her/his children. The use of any other community facilities may incur a small fee.

e. Instruction of his/her children in the religious schools. Tuition is additional. (This privilege does not apply to Individual Memberships.)

f. Priority acceptance status at the Gan Keshet Jewish Community Preschool of the Pioneer Valley.  Tuition is additional.

g. To the interment of himself/herself, spouse, and her/his minor (until the age of 18 years) children in the cemetery of the congregation.

LIMITED MEMBERSHIPS:

DUAL: Such membership shall be extended to applicants who retain a paid-up full membership in another synagogue simultaneously. Such members are entitled to all membership rights and privileges above except (e) and (f).

SABBATICAL: Such membership shall be extended to members, upon application for a change of membership category in good standing who plan to spend a semester or more out away from their residence. Dues are prorated according to the time spend abroad. Such members are entitled to all membership rights and privileges above except (a) and (e).

FORMER: Such membership shall be extended to members in good standing who move more than 50 miles from Northampton and wish to retain their interment rights. Such members are entitled to all membership rights and privileges above except (a) and (e).

STUDENT: Such membership shall be extended to new applicants who are full-time (a) undergraduate students at a local college or university, while they remain dependents of their parent(s) or (b) graduate students at a local college or university (for the first year of membership). Such members are entitled to all membership rights and privileges above except (a) and (f). 
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
